Wage subsidy training allowances are Department
of Education, Employment and Workplace Relations
(DEEWR) funded wage subsidies offered to employers
to ease any financial difficulties of employing new staff
and to assist job seekers gain sustainable employment.

Wage subsidies are offered to employers for a period
of up to 26 weeks. The employer pays the employee
normal wages and is reimbursed an agreed amount.

At the completion of 13 weeks and 26 weeks
employment the employer submits an invoice
provided by Key Employment and receives payment
within two weeks.

The employer is responsible for all normal costs
of employing a worker, eg workers compensation,
insurance cover, tax deductions and compliance with
occupational health and safety requirements.

Superannuation is also payable by an employer where
determined by the relevant law.

Please note:

If the employment is terminated within four weeks
of commencement, no wage subsidy is payable to
the employer. Wage subsidies can be terminated at
any point if the employee proves unsuitable to the
position.

To be eligible, jobs must have an expectation to be
ongoing and employees must work an average of at
least 8, 15 or 30 hours per week at the agreed weekly
amounts.

Claims must be lodged within 30 days of the end of
each claim period.
